Concert Attire: For formal concerts, girls will wear a black dress, or black skirt and
blouse, or dressy black slacks outfit. The boys will wear black slacks with a white tuxedo
shirt, black shoes and socks. A cummerbund and bow tie will be provided. Jeans,
shorts, athletic shoes, and t-shirts are not acceptable. Students will wear their band
polo and khaki pants with athletic shoes to any football games or field trips they may
take.

Grading Policy:



Daily Participation 45%
Students receive daily grades based on their participation. This grade is largely
dependent on the students bringing all necessary materials to class and actively
participating. They will receive one participation grade per week, with 20 points
taken off each day they come without their instrument.

Playing Tests, Written Tests, and Performances 35%

All performances are required. The only acceptable reasons for missing a
performance are severe illness, with a note, or extreme family emergency or
tragedy. An unexcused absence from a performance will result in a 10 point
deduction from the six weeks grade.

Individual Daily Practice 20%
Primary Band Rules:

Be in your assigned seat ready to work 3 minutes after the bell.

Have your instrument, pencil, band binder and all supplies every day.
Keep hands, feet, books, and objects to yourself.

No GUM, food or drink in the band hall at any time.

Profanity, rude gestures, cruel teasing or put downs are not permitted.
Follow directions of any adult working at this school.
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Consequences:

1. Warning

2. Pulled aside and spoken to and then returned to class.

3. Moved away from the group and given a written assignment to be completed
and signed by a parent.

4. Detention and parent contacted.

5. In Team Suspension
