Library lessons/activities that will teach the focus TEKS (there should be at least one lesson/activity for each of the focus TEKS listed above):
Kindergarten – Comprehension
I will be pulling materials directly from or related to content in CSI each week during our regular story time.  I will use various Thinking Maps and other Graphic Organizers as well questioning strategies before, during, and after the reading.

Examples: 

Think About Reading – Beg, Middle, End; Characters, setting, plot; main idea, details, vocabulary
Making Connections – Text to Self; Text to World; Text to Text

Visualize – Take pictures of the selection; tap-record it in your mind; show a movie in your head
Ask Questions – I wonder? What if? How come?

Infer – Make predictions or conclusions.; Use the reading for support.; Use examples from your life.

Determine Importance – What is the main idea? What are the details? What do I want to learn?

Watch what you are Doing – Monitor for when you get lost. Reread. Use one of these strategies.
1st / 2nd Grade – Fluency
I will be pulling suggested reading titles from CSI and locating corresponding reader’s theater scripts.  Books can be read first by the Librarian or classroom teacher and as the week progresses the students can begin to read in small groups and then work their way to individual parts by the end of the week.
I will also do an introductory lesson for the students and staff on Teachingbooks.net, TumbleBooks, and Bookflix.
