Attendance Guidelines
1. If a student is absent, the parent MUST call the school by 10:00 am to report the absence. Failure to do so will result in an unexcused absence. Please review the reasons for excused absences as specified in the student handbook.

2. If the student is absent more than three (3) consecutive days, a doctor’s note WILL be required for an excused absence. If no documentation is given, the absences are unexcused with no grades recorded for make-up.

3. All doctor related absences must be documented with a note from the doctor’s office.

4. If a student has a medical appointment during the day and leaves prior to the appointment and returns after the appointment with a doctor’s note, the time away from campus is not an official absence.

5. When leaving school for any reason during the school day, your parent or guardian MUST sign you OUT in the office and provide a picture ID. When returning to school, you MUST sign IN with the office. If the reason for the absence is medical, you MUST bring a note from the doctor or dentist. Failure to do so will result in an unexcused absence.
6. When arriving at school late, after 8:15, you MUST SIGN IN with the office.

7. An unexcused absence can result in a ZERO for missed work. If you are concerned with your child receiving a failing grade(s) due to unexcused absences, please make an appointment to visit with his/her team.
8. All unexcused absences must be cleared within ONE WEEK of the absence. No calls or notes will be accepted after that time.
9. Students must be present 90% of the time in each individual class to be awarded credit.

10. In compliance with the State of Texas Compulsory Attendance Law and 90 % Law, students not in attendance 90% of school days will be required to make up that time during the school year. If your child accumulates unexcused absences that total three (3) days or parts of days in a four week period or ten (10) or more days within a six month period, you and your child can be prosecuted for violation of The State of Texas Compulsory Attendance Law under Sec.25.093 or 25.094.
When students are not in attendance, parents should call 972-882-5606 to report the reason for the absence. HAND WRITTEN NOTES ARE NOT ACCEPTED.
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
