Physicals:
Everyone must have a physical on file.  You will not be allowed to play or practice without a physical.  All paperwork must be turned in before January 21, 2011.

Team Placement:
Team placement will be based on players’ skill level, work ethic, and attitude.  The Varsity and Junior Varsity teams will carry anywhere from 10-15 players.
Eligibility:
Athletes must have a grade average of 70 or above to be eligible to participate in athletics.  Players have a responsibility to the team to maintain eligibility.
Player Expectations:  
Players will attend all team practices, games, and 

meetings. 



Players will be on time to all team practices, 



games, and meetings.




Players will call in when they are absent 




Players will support the decisions of the coaching 



staff.




Players will not speak negatively of coaches, 



players, umpires or opponents.

Uniforms:
All players are required to be in team uniform at all practices and games.  The school issues practice and game uniforms.   Players must provide their own glove and cleats.   Players are responsible for all items issued to them.  Players will pay for lost or damaged items which will need to be replaced.
Equipment:
The team is responsible for taking out and putting up all equipment.  Players are responsible for keeping up with personal equipment.
Practices:
Practices will be on non-game days from 4:00-6:00 PM.  It is very important that daily goals are met before the team is dismissed. Players are expected to be at practice until these goals are met.
Games:
Players are expected to be prepared and focused for all games.  All game preparations must be made before the pre-game meeting.  Once players arrive to the game site, they are expected to remain with the team for the duration of all games.


Note:  The dugout area is restricted to players and coaches only.

Transportation:
Transportation is provided for all players to away games.  All players are expected to ride the bus to and from games.  Only JV players are provided transportation to home games.  They are expected to ride the team bus to the complex but will need to have their own transportation after the game.

It is to be stressed that participation in the West Mesquite Softball Program is a

privilege and not a right.  Since it is a privilege, the coaching staff has the right to

revoke that privilege if a player cannot meet these guidelines.
